If “local 9” is selected , the output is only from the accessed DMR repeater. If “Pa State” is selected , the output is from every DMR repeater in Pa. (40 and growing). If “TAC XX” is selected , then two DMR repeaters can have a private QSO.

Thanks for the contributions to obtain a new C-Bridge. Currently each DMR repeater sends their data over the public internet to Philadelphia.  From there it is directed to its final destination via the public internet.  The device in Philadelphia is called a C-Bridge.  By having our own C-Bridge we can avoid sending the data over the public internet and thus making the system more robust. We would connect all the DMR repeaters via private 5 GHz microwave and locate the C-Bridge in Harrisburg. Talk groups located out of the region (eg. Pa State) would still be connected by the public internet. The C-Bridge cost is $1700.   Special thanks to Rick Hamm. We are about half-way to our goal. The 50-50 lottery each month supports this effort.
